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This summer, the Lord led our family to serve in 
WCCAC.  This is the first time we reside in Calgary; 
everything is novel to us. 

In retrospect of the past six months, I chaired two 
Special General Meetings (in July & December), the 
Dedication Ceremony of the Chapel, and the Ordination 
Ceremony of Pastor. Kevin Ji.  I also experienced my 
own Installation Ceremony.  My first day of work 
coincided with the pastoral weekly meeting.  This 
meeting is very important and is a good opportunity for 
the pastoral staffs of the three congregations to have 
fellowship and to coordinate with each other.  Besides 
discussing ministries, I would attach importance to the 
genuine fellowship in the Lord, openness, supplication, 
and support among pastoral staffs, so that we, as a 
whole, could work more efficiently. 

I have also tried to instill similar team spirit into the

We 
hope to get to know individual brothers and sisters 
under different atmospheres.  The ministerial meetings 
of the three congregations and the fellowship 
committee meetings also helped me gain practical 
insight in formulating the strategy and future 
development of the church. 

Surely the Lord has blessed WCCAC abundantly in 
the past 17 years.  In October, I recounted the LordΩǎ 
blessings with each congregation during the 17th 
Anniversary of the church.  Similarly, WCCAC ought to 
ask ourselves, how are we going to return the gracious 
love of our Lord?  Besides enjoying the grace God has 
bestowed upon us, let us carefully utilize what the Lord 
has entrusted to us today, the manpower, the material 
resources, etc. to expand His kingdom.  I still remember 
that during my Installation Ceremony, I hoped that

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The Cantonese Ministry has fixed its focus on the 
official theme, "Revival, Passing the Torch" throughout 
2010, aiming to encourage our members to look to our 
Lord for His divine guidance, to be ready to serve Him, 
and to live our lives for Him in every way that we can.  
With that as the background, I would summarize the 
activities in the year past as follows: 

1. We delivered a series of sermons on "how to" bring 
forth a revival, so that our congregation may be 
guided by the Word of God to really live for the 
Lord. 

2. This year, we studied one chapter of the Book of 
Nehemiah every month in our Adult Fellowship 
Bible Study Program.  There are many principles 
about revival that we can learn from studying how 
God raised Nehemiah to lead the Israelites to 
rebuild the walls of Jerusalem and to revive the 
nation.  I have been praying that the Holy Spirit 
would enlighten our brothers and sisters, so that 
God's Word could have a real impact on each one 
of them. 

3. For the months that happen to have five Sundays, 
then the fifth Sunday would be set aside as our 
"Gospel Sunday".  We intend to remind our 
members of the need to evangelize, and not to take 
Christ's redemptive act on the cross too lightly.  
Through renewed commitment, I hope genuine 
revival will be realized.  During the four Gospel 
Sunday worship services in 2010, the attendance of

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non-Christians was very low; nevertheless, the 
Gospel had been preached to those who attended.  
We need to work harder in inviting our non-
Christian friends to come in the future.  For those 
non-Christian friends who have attended WCCAC 
for some time, we wish that they will accept the 
Lord as their personal saviour soon. 

4. Due to the addition of the Wednesday morning 
prayer meeting, the overall attendance in prayer 
meeting has increased.  Yet, at the same time, we 
have observed that the attendance of the 
Wednesday evening prayer meeting is on a 
downward trend.  If we are serious about revival, 
let us not to forget that prayer plays a very 
important part. 

5. The John Fellowship has attracted youths from all 
walks of life.  Nevertheless, we provide them the 
same love, care, and an environment to grow 
spiritually, no matter where they come from.  
Through Bible School classes, we introduced to 
them the teachings of Creation and of the End Time, 
so that they would gain wisdom and live wisely.  
The formation of the Basketball Outreach Group, 
which plays on Saturday, is an opportunity for us to 
reach out to the non-church youths. 

6. As usual, we have conducted a number of special 
meetings/programs for our members throughout 
the year, such as devotional meetings, summer 
conference, and mission convention etc.  The 
efficacy of these meetings on our members varied 
from person to person, as can be seen by their love 
for the Lord. 

7. By the grace of God, new believers were added to 
our church.  During the year, in the Cantonese 
ministry, we have 14 people baptized, another five 
transferred from other churches, and three children 
dedications. 

All in all, the total attendance of our Saturday and 
Sunday Cantonese worship services averaged at 415 
(weekly average for the year).  There is a small increase 
compared to a year earlier.  From the point of 
members' spiritual wellness and their offerings, things 
have been pretty steady.  We need to push ourselves a 
bit harder to achieve unity, to care more for one 
another, and then we will experience real changes in 
our church and be ready to pass on the torch.  Let me 
close with the following Scripture passage from 2 Peter 
1:5-8: 

άFor this very reason, make every effort to 
add to your faith goodness; and to goodness, 
knowledge; and to knowledge, self-control; and 
to self-control, perseverance; and to 
perseverance, godliness; and to godliness, 
mutual affection; and to mutual affection, love.

The following compelling reasons remind us of 
the importance of small groups:

For us, Jesus involvement in a small group is the 
most convincing argument for us to consider giving top 
priorities to small group meetings.  When we study the 
life of Christ, we can't help but notice that our Lord 
Jesus used a small group strategy to make disciples and 
through the small group to carry out the Great 
/ƻƳƳƛǎǎƛƻƴΦ  ¢Ƙŀǘ ǿŀǎ WŜǎǳǎΩ ƳŜǘƘƻŘ ƻŦ ƳŀƪƛƴƎ 
disciples.  He devoted Himself primarily to a few people 
rather than the masses, in order that the masses could 
be more effectively reached with the gospel.  Mark 
recorded for us in Mark 3:14, "And He ordained (which 
means appointed) twelve, that they should be with Him 
and that he might send them forth to preach".  Jesus 
deliberately concentrated His ministry on a very small 
number of people.  They were the Apostles.  After He 
had appointed them, Jesus gave them a challenge, He 
said, "Follow me". 

SMALL GROUPS IN THE EARLY CHURCH 

The second reason which compels us to take the 
potential of small groups seriously is the example of the 
New Testament Church.  The early church followed the 
model the Lord gave to them.  In its infancy, the church 
was a small group in which believers gathered to 
support each other in growing in Christ and in 
witnessing their Lord. 

Luke, in the Book of Acts, gives two important 
glimpses of the life of the early church.  They gathered 
at the temple and the home (Acts 2:46-птΤ рΥпнύΣ άΧƛƴ

SMALL GROUPS IN THE HISTORY OF THE CHURCH 

A third reason for us to seriously consider the role 
of small groups in enriching the life and witness of the 
church today is the place they had in the history of 
renewal in the church. 

New spiritual life has been marked by the 
emergence of small groups.  The Hutterites in Moravia, 
the Anabaptists movement in Europe and George Fox 
known as the Quakers brought fresh power to the 
church through the clusters of small groups which 
became known as the Religious Society of Friends.

The following are the reports submitted by the 
leaders of the Fellowship Groups: 

FLOW began the 2010-2011 year coming off a 
phenomenally successful 2009-2010.  The fellowship 
had shown steady growth in the previous year and all 
the leaders and students were anxious to begin a new 
year filled with opportunities.  In addition, all were 
encouraged by the addition of Evelyn Ma as a fifth and 
much-needed counselor to the strong core of Abe Trinh, 
Nancy Chan, Andrea Lai and Jonathan Kwan.  Things 
were in place for another successful venture. 

The implementation of small groups for FLOW was 
an easy one, as they had already divided up into

Devotional sharing, 
prayer, Bible study and sharing formed the core of small 
group work for FLOW this year, and it has proved 
incredibly helpful for the development of the English 
youth. 

The year began with a focus on the Beatitudes, 

seeking to deepen the lives of the youth through a 
study of the blessing pronounced by Jesus.  This was the 
first step in their study of the Sermon on the Mount in 
the Gospel of Matthew, a section of the Bible which is 
the larger target for the yŜŀǊΦ  C[h² Ƙŀǎ ǎŜŜƴ DƻŘΩǎ 
blessing in their work, experiencing not only an increase 
in numbers but an increase in spiritual depth of 
students as well.  All the counselors and leaders are 
thankful for the Spirit of God moving in the group.

developing small groups by moving into a more small-
group focused mentality for the 2010-2011 year.

It was a task that was no simple 
switch and took some time to organize properly, but in 
the end the change was finally made and the small 
groups took off. 

The Lighthouse ministry has seen a 50% increase 
from the previous year, due in large part to the work of 
the students.  Inviting friends from school, both 
believers and unbelievers, has helped the student base 
for the ministry to grow.

Cornerstone started out 2009-2010 with 4 small 

groups.  With each group meeting on a different day of 
the week, it was easy for newcomers and current 
members to join one that fit their schedules.  The year 
ended with a retreat in April.  It was an opportunity to 
get away from day to day life in the city and to step into 
God's creation out in the wilderness of Canmore to 
simply listen to Him and to find rest in Him. 

As the 2010-2011 term approached, the changes 
that the fellowship had undergone meant that things 
would be a bit different.  God called many Cornerstone 
members to serve in different capacities within and 
outside of WCCAC.  With almost 80% of the members 
devoted to other ministries, Cornerstone found itself 
short of leaders to guide the fellowship.  God had 
definitely raised many leaders in Cornerstone and it is 
encouraging to see in them passionate about 
shepherding others.  With this shift in the group 
constitution, the focus moved to simply sustaining as a 
fellowship. 

The Cornerstone Fellowship currently has 2 small 
groups that meet every other week to accommodate 
people's busy schedules.  Pat Wong leads a group on his 
own that has grown substantially through the summer.

As we are writing this report, our hearts are filled 
with thankfulness to the Lord.  In these 10 plus years of 
Mandarin Ministry at WCCAC, we have experienced the 
grace of God in the following stages: 

ω January 10, 1999 ς The beginning of Cantonese and 
Mandarin bilingual worship services; 

ω October 8, 2000 ς First pure Mandarin worship 
service; and 

ω December 19, 2010 ς First service at the new 
Chapel with a capacity of over 250. 

The Mandarin Ministry is growing daily by the 
Grace of God. 

Sunday Service: Our Sunday worship service 
average attendance has reached 150.  Synchronizing

Nehemiah 1 to 6.  The pulpit plan for 2011 is to preach 
on I & 2 Timothy and a few books of the Old Testament 
Prophets. 

Prayer: We consistently have about 18 people 
attending the Wednesday evening prayer meetings.  In 
addition, we supplicate to the Lord through the prayer 
networks of the Mandarin Ministry and of the individual 
Mandarin fellowships, and we pray for the sick with 
fasting and anointment of oil.  We indeed experienced

raise up more prayer warriors in the coming year. 

Bible School: We have three to four classes each 
semester.  Topics include Basic Christianity (for new 
believers), Surveys of the Old and New Testaments, 
Discipleship Training, Baptismal Class etc.  Since the 
third semester in 2010, we have started the Disciple 
Training and Co-worker Training courses.  In 2011, we 
plan to continue with our Co-worker Training program 
and start new courses such as Biblical Theology and 
Systematic Theology. 

Fellowship: We had a reorganization of our 
Mandarin Fellowships this year.  We now have the 
Evergreen Fellowship, Mandarin Youth Fellowship and 
four adult fellowships, including Enoch Fellowship 
(three groups), Philippians Fellowship (four groups), 
Paul Fellowship (one group) and Vineyard Fellowship 
(two groups).  There are youth and children group 
meetings held concurrently with the adult fellowships. 

Caring: Our caring work is conducted through a 
network designed according to the characteristics of the 
Mandarin Ministry.  The caring network consists of a 
deacon, vice-president/caring of each of the Mandarin 
fellowships, assistant group leader/caring and a few 
other group members.  The pastors and deacons will 
handle caring with special needs.  We assign new 
comers to various fellowships for follow-up by the 
caring network. 

Mission and Local Evangelism: In 2010 we continue 
visiting Brooks every other week.  Due to the 
resignation of the pastor of the Lethbridge Chinese 
Alliance Church, we have visited Lethbridge once a 
month since October to lead the local Mandarin 
fellowships.  In December, over 400 people attended 

the Mandarin Christmas Celebration Event.  In 2011, we 
plan to focus on starting up the outreach ministry in the 
University of Calgary. 

Mandarin Youth Ministry: We thank God for 
nurturing our next generation through the youth group 
meetings on Saturday.  We help the youth to learn

In this way, they may grow up together 
with their English speaking peers.  As we watch them 
growing up and start serving the Lord, we are so 
thankful to God.  By the guidance of God, special talks 
on parenting were held.  We also want to thank Mrs.

2010 has been another busy but great year.  Here is 
a praise report of what God has done for us in the 
Children Ministry. 

Children Program for Saturday Worship Service: 

In response to the need of accommodating the 
growing number of children who attend Junior Worship 
Service on Saturday regularly, we have started two new 
classes.  In March, we started a new class for children 
from age 4 and above during the adult worship service 
on Saturday at 9:30 AM.  In September, we started 
another class for children during the 11:15 AM adult 
Saturday Bible School time. 

Junior Church Picnic: 

Every year in June, we would try to organize an 
outing for our Junior Church children, parents, teachers 
and co-workers.  This year, we went to Shouldice Park 
for a sunny picnic.  It was a great opportunity for 
teachers and children to enjoy a relaxing time of 
fellowship outside the regular church settings.  We 
certainly had a blast!  

AWANA: 

AWANA has grown by leaps and bounds!  Currently, 
we have 200+ clubbers and 52 leaders on board.  As we 
continue to evangelize and disciple our clubbers, we 
also try to discover and train up potential future leaders. 
This year, we have many more youth workers joining 
our team, many of whom were actually previous

to serve!  Through them, we see that our efforts in the 
Children Ministry have been used and blessed by God 
and are bearing fruits.  We trust that more fruits will 
continue to come in the future years.  May God 
continue to bless us, not just in Awana, but also in other 
areas of the Children Ministry. 

VBS & Soccer Camp: 

After 6 months of planning and coordination, we 
held our SonQuest Rainforest VBS in the 2nd week of 
July.  This program provided children aged 3 to 12 with 
an experience of discovery in a vivid rainforest 
environment.  Through our daily fun skits/songs, 
creative Bible crafts, exciting games, and meaningful 
Bible story times, children were brought closer to Jesus 
every day. 

Following SonQuest Rainforest VBS, we had our 
first Soccer Camp at WCCAC.  Partnering with Upward 
Sports, the Camp provided children from Grades 3 to 6 
a sport experience that emphasized healthy 
competition, sportsmanship, skill building and fun,

If God is willing, we are exploring the 
possibilities of establishing a Soccer league in 
September, in order to continue our contact with 
families who need the gospel. 

With the joint efforts and dedication of a great 
team of workers, we were able to serve a total of 186 
children in the two camps, and 61 of them accepted 
Christ.  

Leadership Orientation & Training: 

We are convinced that learning and growing as a 
teacher is a never-ending process.  Continuing with our 
efforts to help our children workers become more 
equipped to serve, we hosted our second annual 
workers orientation, and offered three training sessions 
this year. Topics that we covered were Classroom 
Management, Creative Storytelling, and Leadership 
Colors/Styles. 

Bible Quiz: 

This year, instead of hosting a Bible contest on 
Saturday evenings as in the past, we had Bible quizzes 
on Sunday during Bible School time.  One was held in 
May and another in November.  Each time, we ran Bible 
quizzes in two consecutive weeks.  With this change, we

Mission Department 
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The Mission Department is responsible for both 
domestic and overseas missions. The key events of the 
year are outlined as below: 

A. Domestic Missions 

1. Lethbridge, Alberta 

This year we sent a team of Cantonese and 
Mandarin speaking brothers and sisters to 
Lethbridge in August. The Cantonese speaking team 
consisted of 15 members (7 adults and 8 kids). 
Their main task was to conduct the VBS (Vacation 
Bible School), and visitation of non-believers and 
seniors. The Mandarin speaking team of four was 
headed by Rev. Ji.  They did visitation, evangelism 
and sharing. 

2. Brooks, Alberta 

A group of brothers & sisters from the Mandarin 
congregation went to Brooks every other Saturday 
to do visitation, Bible study, singspiration and 
sharing.  The target group is the 
workers/immigrants from China. 

3. Strathmore, Alberta 

A group of brothers & sisters from the Mandarin 
congregation went to Strathmore every month 
regularly to do visitation, lead meeting for foreign 
students. 

4. Small Town Mission 

Some of our brothers & sisters have teamed up 
with Pastor Daniel Kong of CCM (Chinese Christian 
Mission of Canada) to regularly visit nearby small 
towns, such as Drumheller, Three Hills & 
Strathmore. 

 

B. Missions Overseas 

1. Panama, Central America 

i. In January, a team of three brothers and sisters 
went to Panama to help on various ministries 
including VBS, visitation, in a few cities. 

ii. In February, a team of 4 brothers and sisters 
assisted in the Panama Chinese Youth Camp. 

iii. In July, two brothers assisted in the Panama English 
Youth Camp.  

iv. One brothers and one couple went there for over 2 
months on medium term mission basis to help on 
various ministries including VBS, English Camp, and 
visitation in a few cities. 

2. Taichung, Taiwan 

A team of nine brothers and sisters helped running 
an English camp at the Lei Hu Church early July. 

3. Self-initiated short term mission tip 

i. Three sisters went to Thailand to teach Bible. 

ii. One sister went to Cambodia, Place of Rescue.

The major events of the Local Evangelism ministries 
in 2010 include: 

ω English Youth Camp: There are more than 20 
campers, largely from the Lighthouse Fellowship. 
Led by counselors, they attended a three-day and 
two-night youth camp from July 9 to 11 at Kamp 
Kiwanis.  Our special speaker of the camp was 
Pastor Robert Sterie, our English Youth Pastor.  The

They also developed friendship with WCCAC 
parents and co-workers. 

ω Cantonese Ladies World: Three Ladies World 
sessions were held this year on every Tuesday 
commencing January 19, April 27, and October 10 
respectively.  They were conducted in a relaxed 
atmosphere to explore current events and the 
meaning of life.  The participants shared breakfast 
together before each session, which gave them an 
opportunity to get to know one another. 

ω WCCAC Soccer Interest Group (Good Soccer): A 
group of enthusiastic Christian soccer players of 
WCCAC formed the Soccer Interest Group.  Their 
mission is reaching out to non-believing players 
through Christian conduct and witness on the 
soccer field.  They had ball game or practice every 
Sunday.  In summer, they played in an outdoor 
soccer field in Hamptons; whereas in winter, they 
played in the West Soccer Centre in Northwest.

Apart 
from sowing the seeds of the gospel to non-
Christian friends and relatives, we also aimed at 
promoting unity among our three congregations 
through joint planning and coordination of the 
whole event. 

ω Showers of Blessing Evangelistic Ministry: This 
ministry provided hotline caring services for the

on Saturday night.  A group of WCCAC brothers and 
sisters had committed to answering incoming calls 
once a week on a rotation basis.  We also provided 
service to those who left phone messages for us 
outside the hotline core hours.  The ultimate goal is 
to lead the callers to Christ and introduce them to 
local churches. 

ω Evangelistic Meetings: Cantonese Evangelistic 
Meetings were held on September 24 and 25 with 
Rev. Terry Yeung from Montreal as our speaker.  
The meetings had the prayer support of Operations 
Andrew.  WCCAC brothers and sisters zealously 
prayed and invited their friends and relatives.  
More than 40 new comers attended the meetings 
and a few non-Christians accepted Christ as their 
personal savior. 

ω Christmas Gospel Meetings: The Mandarin 
Fellowships held their Celebration Meeting on 
Saturday, December 11 in the Sanctuary, whereas 
the Cantonese Congregation held their meeting in 

the Multi-Purpose Hall on Saturday, December 18.  
They shared the common goal of bringing the true 
meaning of Christmas to non-Christian friends and 
relatives.  Both Cantonese and Mandarin meetings 
were attended by over 400 people, which included 
tens of and over 200 of new friends respectively.  
Their programs consisted of sharing of testimonies, 
short gospel messages, hymns, Christmas clips, 
children programs, food (including various 
refreshments) and Christmas gifts. 

 

The Phase III development was completed last year.  
This year, the renovation of the chapel and kitchen has 
also been completed.  God has provided us with more 
space to serve Him and our nearby neighbors.  I was so 
excited to see some fellowships holding their own 
events to reach out to their friends and families.  I hope 
that all brothers and sisters of WCCAC will have a heart 
for the unsaved souls and that the new facility will allow 
us to minister to and evangelize our nearby 
communities more effectively.Z 
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The Bible School serves three congregations: 
Cantonese, Mandarin and English.  The Cantonese 
congregation has two worship services, one on Saturday 
and the other on Sunday. 

The Saturday Bible School has one Cantonese adult 
class and two children classes.  The curriculum for the 
adult class during the first half of the year was about 
the Books of the Bible.  Since September (and for next

For newcomeǊǎΣ ǘƘŜ ¢ǊǳǘƘ {ŜŜƪŜǊǎΩ Ŏƭŀǎǎ 
was offered; here we encouraged brothers and sisters 
to invite their non-Christian friends and families to 
attend.  To encourage the spiritual growth of new 
believers, the Bible School arranged baptismal classes 
as required throughout the year.  The goal of these 
baptismal classes was to help new believers to 
understand the significance of Christian baptism. 

The Mandarin Bible School offers three classes each 
term, one focusing on Basic Christianity, one on The 
Books of the Bible, and one on special topics.  These 
classes are taught by Rev. Ji and Mrs. Ji, and two teams 
of brothers and sisters.  Just like the Cantonese Bible 
School, Mandarin baptismal classes were also offered 
throughout the year as needed.  Each class in the 
Mandarin Bible School is made up of adults, seniors and 
young adults.  Despite their age differences, students 
blended together well to study the Word of God.  Their 
spirit of learning is an encouragement to all of us. 

The English Bible School is composed of three 
groups.  The children are divided according to age and 
school grades.  There is one Nursery (Toddlers) class, 
one Kindergarten/ECS class (on Saturday as well as on 
Sunday), and one for each of Grades 1 & 2, Grades 3 & 4, 
and Grades 5 & 6.  For these classes, we use resources

The adults and career groups have two options 
each semester, either a class focusing on Books of the 
Bible or one focusing on a special topic.  At designated 
times, there are also baptismal classes.  These classes 
are taught by Rev. Lim, Pastor Sterie, Elders, Deacons 
and other brothers and sisters. 

In 2010, the weekly average Bible School 
attendance was 383, and the distribution was as follows: 

¶ Saturday Cantonese Bible School: 10 

¶ Saturday Children Bible School: 10 

¶ Sunday Cantonese Bible School: 136 

¶ Sunday Mandarin Bible School: 49 

¶ Sunday Children and Youth: 146 

¶ Sunday English Adult/Career: 32

Under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, we have 
launched several major ministries in 2010.  All the 
ministries were the fruit of cooperation among different 
departments at WCCAC. 

Training of Potential Discipleship Mentors: The 
Discipleship Department has continued to join force 
with the Bible School Department to conduct classes 
during Bible School time to teach the basic principles 
and practices of discipleship to all three congregations. 

Discipleship for New Believers: In spring, we have 
published the basic discipleship manuals for all three 
congregations.  A hierarchic framework of mentorship 
was installed in both Cantonese and Mandarin 
ministries.  Brothers and sisters who have burdens for 
new believers are encouraged to be trained as mentors.  
Mentors with not-too-much experience will be coached 
by those with good experiences in leading Bible study 
and/or mentorship.  Arrangements were made to 
ensure that all the brothers and sisters baptized this 
year would be mentored.  A cell group was formed for 
the mentors and coaches of the Cantonese 
congregation.  They met once a month to share their 
experience and pray for each other.  We would like to 
take this opportunity to thank Rev. Henry Tseung for

Devotional Meetings: The devotional meetings for 
the Cantonese and Mandarin congregations were held 
from April 16 to 18 and October 1 to 3 respectively.  The 
Cantonese speaker was Rev. Stanley Kwong ⁴ᾫ

 from New York Queens Herald Church (ּפΩ

).  The Mandarin speaker was Rev. Mingpeng 

Gong Ὑ ᾫ  from Toronto China Bible Church (ֵ

ֵ ). The themes for both meetings

Summer Conference: The summer conference was 
held at the Olds College from August 6 to 8.  The theme 
was ɶReconcile, Restore, Reviveɷɦ ֫ ẞḆ ɧ.

were 286 adults, teenagers and children attending the 
conference.  We appreciate all the workshop speakers 
for their enthusiasm to share their insights on various 
issues of Christian life.  The Summer Conference 2011 
will be held from August 5 to 7 at the Olds College. 

Winter Conference: The theme of the Canada 

Chinese Christian Winter Conference 2010 was ɶFrom 

Everlasting to EverlastingȼYou are Godɷ ( Ә ẞӘ

ȼᵃ╥ ).  There were 44 brothers and sisters from 

WCCAC attending the conference in Vancouver. 

Pastor/Elder/Deacon Retreat: The Retreat was 
held at Kamp Kiwanis on June 19.  The theme was 
ɶYou and the Church Revival (ᵃ ᾼ )ɷ.  

The leaders had personal meditation on the theme 
based on the Bible in the morning and then shared their 
challenge and experience in ministry in the afternoon.  
There were many excellent discussions and thoughts 
worthy to pursue further. 

In addition, many brothers and sisters attended the 
Calgary-wide Word of Life (ӢỄП ) Bible Study 

Program organized by the China Graduate School of 
Theology.  This is a Bible-reading movement.  It is an on-
going program to help believers to live out their faith 
through proper understanding of the Bible. 

In the coming year, the focus of the Discipleship 
Department will continue to be on disciple-making and 
leadership/mentor training.  Owing to the success of

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By God's grace, WCCAC maintains a steady growth 
throughout the year with an average attendance of 
around 800 people, of whom close to 600 are from the 
Cantonese and Mandarin congregations.  It is almost 
impossible to recognise everybody in our congregations.  
If we do not know each other, how can we build up 
relationship and care for our brothers and sisters? In 
view of this, the Chinese Caring Department took the 
initiative to compile the first Congregation Photo 
Directory.  We had over 260 families participated in the 
project.  It makes it so much easier for pastoral and 
ministerial workers to address brothers and sisters by 
their names when we meet at church. 

With regard to the Chinese Caring Ministry, there is 
not much difference in operation from last year. The 
department arranges: 

1. Monthly church wide visitation through which 
brotherhood care and love is conveyed by the 
Visitation Team; 

2. Welcome and follow-up of new comers  of Sunday 
worship services by the Welcoming Team; 

3. Celebration Lunches at Easter and Thanksgiving for 
newly baptised brothers and sisters; and 

4. Sending out prayer requests through Prayer Chain 
groups for urgent needs of brothers and sisters. 

The operation of the Mandarin Caring Ministry 
remains focusing on fellowship based small group caring.  
That means caring flows from level to level such as from 
Deacon to Fellowship Presidents and Vice Presidents, 
from Vice Presidents to small group leaders, and then to 
individual brothers and sisters.  In the second half of the 
year, Mandarin fellowships experienced a rapid growth 
in members, they were further divided into small 
groups for the convenience of caring.  With the help of 
the Vice Presidents, small group leaders will care for 
their own group members.

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To motivate brothers and sisters to care for each 

other through the Mandarin Prayer Chain Ministry, the 
Fellowship Vice Presidents will consolidate all the 
prayer requests and send them through e-mails to all 
small group members to pray and care for the people in 
need, if required.  This is updated weekly to ensure 
accurate and effective response of prayer requests from 
all fellowship groups. 

In case of emergency or special needs from the 
congregation, the Deacon will coordinate with Rev. Ji to 
initiate a chain of caring actions, i.e. prayer support, 
visitation and special responsive action, if required.  

Mrs. Ji and the Welcoming Team take care of new 
comers of Sunday worship services.  They will collect all 
relevant information from the new comers and assign 
them to appropriate fellowship groups for future 
follow-up. 

The Chinese Caring Ministry is supported by 4 
Deaconess, namely Diane Chan, Barbara Cheuk, Donna 
Wong from the Cantonese congregation and Shuhong 
Liu from the Mandarin congregation.  Church wide 

visitation is conducted by a group of dedicated brothers 
and sisters; they are Aaron & Wai Sze Li, Simon & 
Barbara Cheuk, Kin On & Diane Chan, Ka-yui & Annie Ng, 
Stan Lui, Edmond & Rosaline Lo, Eric & Christina Ng, 
John & Ellen Lee, Russ & Anita Kwan, Eric & Marian

As we are looking forward into year 2011, the 
Chinese Caring Ministry will be working closely with 
Fellowship Department in order to form tighter and 
more effective caring nets.  Our goal is to make sure 
that everyone who comes to WCCAC will belong to one 
of the fellowship groups and be taken care of spiritually.  
Those who do not belong to any fellowship groups will 
be taken care of by the Caring Department. The whole 
concept is to strengthen our spiritual bond with God 
and build up intimate brotherhood relationship with 
each other.

The church 
leadership and its ministries are introduced and 
attendants can ask questions and indicate any area 
where they would like to serve.  This past year we 
have had a large number of our teens being baptized. 

ω Wednesday Prayer Meeting and Prayer Chain ς In 
conjunction with the English Lead Pastor the 
Wednesday prayer bulletin is prepared.  Prayer 
requests can be e-mailed to 
englishcaring@wccac.net or phoned to the English 
Caring Elder, English Lead Pastor or the WCCAC office.  
Urgent prayer requests are telephoned or e-mailed 
in and immediately forwarded.  After a fall last year,

ω Special Caring Need Ministry ς Brothers and sisters 
or their family member in critical illness will be 
provided with special care depending upon their 
needs.  The arrangements will be made by the 
English Caring Department with the help from their 
respective fellowships. An example would be meals 
in case of sickness or bereavement. 

ω Baptisms, Weddings and Funerals - Weddings and 
baptisms are times for celebration.  Funerals are 
times for comforting.  In all of these cases, the 
English Caring Department is involved to look after 
our members.  This year, a number of older 
members had their parents passed away.  Flowers 
were sent to these families. 

The past year, the Church was blessed with the 
arrival of some babies for our young couples.  We have 
had a number of new or transferred members.  A 
number of students in our high school graduation class 
have gone out of province to study.  A few members 
have gone on to serve in ministry in other churches.  
May God bless them as they serve God and help them 
to continue to grow. 

The English Caring Department's goal is to connect 
with members, show our care and concern, and 
maintain open lines of communication.  Right now the 
English Caring Department consists of Elder Tim Free 
and Deacon Michael Chau.  Any ideas, concerns, 
grievances can be relayed to either of the two 
individuals who will direct the correspondent to the 
correct person or take action as necessary.  Each church 
member's assistance is critical to make our English 
congregation a caring and welcoming church.

The new Chapel in 
the Phase II area will also allow more joint meetings for 
bigger groups. 

Outlook for 2011: 

The formation and implementation of above small 
group model is the right direction for building up of
